One of the most common excuses people give for not getting involved in ministry is “I just don’t have any abilities to offer.” Nothing
could be further from the truth. Studies have shown that the average person has 500 to 600 different abilities! Each one of us has
a number of things we enjoy and can do well. The key is matching your abilities with the right ministry.

Other factors in determining your ministry are your life experiences. God uses a number of things to shape and mold all of us:
education, work, hobbies, our families and upbringing, trials of life, and spiritual/ministry experiences.

“Now I want you to know, brothers, that what has happened to me has really served to advance the gospel.” Philippians 1:12

In addition to abilities and experience, time is of the essence.  God has chosen to work through His church, and we have a unique
opportunity to use our lives to make an eternal difference. After work and family commitments, leisure activities, our children’s
various interests, and other pastimes, we often believe we have no time to be involved in ministry. We must grasp a vision for what
God can do in and through His people when they make themselves available to Him.

“There is a time for everything, and a season for every activity under heaven.” Ecclesiastes 3:1

A fourth component in discovering where you can best serve in the church is your maturity as a believer. Each of us is on a journey
in our relationship with God. Each is at a different place along the way. Sometimes a ministry in the church may require more
spiritual maturity than a person possesses at that point. However, everyone can begin to serve at an appropriate level of
responsibility while continuing to grow in his or her relationship with Christ.

How do natural abilities differ from spiritual gifts?
Spiritual gifts are special abilities distributed by the Holy Spirit at conversion.  Natural abilities are also given to us by God, but they
are given  at conception. These are the gifts that we were created with and that He shapes throughout our lives.

Can my life experiences change where I serve?
God often uses people and every day events in your life to alter the direction of your ministry path. For example, the book of
Genesis (Ch.37-51) details the life of Joseph and how his service changed with his life experiences.

God uses your natural abilities, experiences, availability and maturity to mold you into the person He created you to be. The
following questions are designed to help you understand how God can use your natural abilities and experiences.
